While there is widespread hunger, food preservation in 
the excellent season has sustainability in a weak harvest and drought.  
 
Dr. Butler is the Founding Dean and Program Establishmentarian of the “International Distant Learning 
Program,” Washington International Theological Seminary (WITS). Presently serving students in Kenya, 
Uganda, Tanzania, Congo DRC, Rwanda, Burundi, Nigeria, Liberia, Uganda, South Africa & Ghana. Current 
student enrollment exceeds 300 annually.
